Fugitive Safe Surrender is a highly successful initiative that encourages 
persons wanted for non-violent felony or misdemeanor crimes to surrender 
voluntarily to faith-based leaders and law enforcement in a faith institution.  
Parole and probation violators are eligible for the program.  

The program has been successfully implemented by the U.S. Marshals 
Service in a variety of cities and is now coming to Washington, D.C. (see 
http://www.usmarshals.gov/safesurrender.). Approximately 6,000 warrants 
have been executed throughout the country.
